Entry Requirements 

For undergraduate courses, applicants should have passed the HSC (with at least 
75%) or relevant A-Levels (points and subjects vary according to the course applied 
for) or IB 28-35 points depending on course.  Students with below 75% in their HSC 
will be required to study a Foundation programme prior to entering the 1st year of a 
degree programme. For postgraduate courses, applicants should hold a good 
Bachelors Honours degree or a Masters from a recognised Bangladesh or British 
University.   

English Language requirements 

The standard English Language requirement for undergraduate courses is IELTS 6.0 
which is equivalent to 550 in the TOEFL paper test (plus TWE 4.0). The TOEFL 
computer based equivalent is 213. We also accept GCSE English Language (grade C 
or above). 

For postgraduate courses, the standard requirement is IELTS 6.5 or 600 TOEFL (233 
in the Computer Based test) (plus TWE 4.0).  

Please note, requirements for specific courses eg Journalism may be higher. You may 
also be accepted if your previous study was taught in English.
